VALE – E F (TED) WYKES 

Ted Wykes passed away on 
22 November 2008 aged 87.  

His contribution to Sydney 
Cricket, as an umpire and 
then as an administrator, 

was significant. Ted’s record 
on the field was 

extraordinary. He stood in 54 
Sheffield Shield matches, 

one Test match and 16 other 
1st Class matches between 
1957/1971. From 1949, he 

served the NSWCU&SA in a 
number of positions including 

its President from 1969 to 
1981. 

As a result of his outstanding 
service to cricket, Ted was 
made a Life Member of the 
NSWCU&SA in 1974 and in 
1980 the Order of Australia 

Medal was bestowed on him 
followed by the Australian 

Sports Medal in 2000. 

SCA ADDRESSES POOR 
BEHAVIOUR 

In 2008/2009,  27 persons 
were found guilty by the 
Judiciary Committee for 
breaches against the SCA’s 
Code of Conduct. Of these 
offences, 23 were from 
Grade Cricket (up from 15 in 
2007/08) while only 4 were 
from Shires (down from 9 in 
2007/08).

First Grade Captain of the Year 

Nick Berry (ES) 
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SPIRIT OF CRICKET 
AWARD 

 

Officiating umpires and 
opposing team captains 
again assessed each team’s 
support during each match 
for the Spirit of Cricket, as 
set out in the Preamble to 
the Laws of Cricket. 

This season’s winner of the 
Spirit of Cricket Award was 
Northern District CC. 

Congratulations are 
extended to those clubs and 
teams that officiating 
umpires have deemed to 
have best upheld the Spirit of 
Cricket during the 2008/2009 
season, with the relative 
performances of each team, 
and each club as a whole, 
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Bat and Ball 
Many of Australia’s finest all-
rounders – Jack Gregory, M A 
Noble, Keith Miller, Ritchie 
Benaud and Alan Davidson, to 
name a few – have played 
Sydney Grade cricket, and 
some remarkable all-round 
feats have been recorded.  

In 1915/16, Test player Tommy 
Andrews hit 271no and took 5-
33 for Petersham in a match 
against Sydney University. Yet 
no one player has ever 
dominated a Grade match as 
thoroughly as Central 
Cumberland’s Les Pye. 

In November 1898, Pye – a 
NSW representative – 
dismissed Leichhardt for 86 
with his leg breaks, taking 9-40. 
Pye was at the crease when 
Cumberland passed 
Leichhardt’s total on the first 
day, and went on to amass 244 
– still a club record score. 

For sustained success over a 
season, M A Noble’s record in 
that same 1898-99 season is 
peerless: 546 runs at 273.00 
and 49 wickets at 8.51! 

 

What Bradman did 
In 47 innings for St George and 
North Sydney, Australia’s 
greatest batsman hit 3221 runs 
at 89.47, with 14 centuries, 12 
half centuries and a top score of 
246. In 1931-32 and 1932-33 
he hit centuries in six 
successive innings. He 
scorered 112 for St George 
against Petersham on his debut 
in 1926-27, after Central 
Cumberland had decided not to 
register him because his train 
fare from Bowral each week 
was too expensive. 
 

Late start 
In the early years of the Grade 
competition, matches played at 
Manly and North Sydney were 
allowed to start late because it 
took so long to cross the 
harbour. The Bridge was not 
opened until 1932. 
 

Moon stopped Play 
In the week before the total 
eclipse of Saturday November 
1976, health authorities issued 
several warnings of the dangers 
involved in looking directly at 
the sun during the eclipse. Two 
First Grade captains, Bob 
Simpson of Western Suburbs 
and David Colley of Mosman, 
were concerned that players 
and spectators would risk injury 
if their match continued during 
the eclipse. They agree to 
continue play during the normal 
tea interval, then draw stumps 
on the first day at 3.30pm to 
allow everyone at Pratten Park 
to be indoors when the eclipse 
occurred. Wests went on to win 
the match, but the NSWCA 
declared the contest a ‘no 
match’ because of the 
unauthorised alteration of 
normal playing hours. Wests 
lost their points and all 
performances – including Bob 
Simpson’s 104 and Allan 
Border’s 83 – were struck from 
the records. Wests veteran 
bowler Wally Wellham called it 
“one of the darkest days in the 
history of Sydney Grade 
Cricket”. 
 

Over and Out 
Randwick’s Martin Haywood 
created a new record in 1993-
94 when he pounded six sixes 
in an over from Petersham’s 
former NSW off-spinner Wayne 
Mulherin. Never before had a 
Grade batsman cleared the 
fence from every ball of an 
over. But this wasn’t the record 
for the most runs taken from a 
First Grade over. In 1936/37 the 
future Test batsman Sid 
Barnes, of Petersham, hit 40 
runs (four 6s and 4 fours) from 
an eight ball over from North 
Sydney and NSW quick Ginty 
Lush. 
 

Tiger’s hat tricks 
Bill O’Reilly dominated Grade 
cricket, taking 962 wickets at an 
average of 9. He performed the 
hat trick six times in First Grade 
– once for North Sydney (taking 

 4 wickets in four balls) and five 
for St George, including two in 
one match against Mosman in

St George won the Belvidere Cup for the 
second year in a row, and for the 15th time 
overall, after defeating Sydney University in the 
Final played at Hurstville Oval (April 3-5). 

The toss of the coin fell correctly for Graeme 
Rummans who gave the students first use of 
the bat. Steven Green placed St George in a 
commanding position after the first day, 
capturing 6 wickets in a superb spell of bowling 
to help dismiss Sydney University for just 80 
runs in its 1st innings. By the close of play, the 
Saints had established a lead of 32 for the loss 
of just 4 wickets with Graeme Rummans 
passing 1,000 runs for the season with a gritty 
54.  

The defending champions spent all of day two 
building on their 32 run first innings lead. 
Sydney University made an early breakthrough 
when Stuart Clark had Warwick Hayes caught 
for one, however a 98-run sixth wicket stand 
between Philip Wells (71) and Peter Wooden 
(42) ensured momentum was quickly back with 
the home team.  

St George benefited greatly from the efforts of 
their lower order with fast bowler Trent 
Copeland hitting 38 and leg spinner, Liam 
Zammit, remaining 74 not out. At stumps they 
were 9 for 354. The Saints were finally 
dismissed for 360 early on Day 3 when Steven 
Green became Marty Paskal’s seventh wicket 
of the innings. 

Needing 281 runs to make St George bat 
again, Sydney University made 4 for 110 
before the captains agreed to call an end to the 
game. 

This victory means St George become the first 
team to record back-to-back First Grade 
Premierships since Bankstown Canterbury 
achieved the feat in 1993/94 and 1994/95. 

St George fast bowler, Steven Green, was 
awarded the Benaud Medal and $1,000 as 
Player of the Final. Green took an outstanding 
6 for 24 in the first innings and 2 for 22 in the 
second.  
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Green was also the competition’s leading 
bowler with 66 wickets, five clear of team mate 
Trent Copeland. St George captain, Graeme 
Rummans was the leading run scorer with 
1,024 while wicketkeeper Kevin Pillay led the 
competition in his field with 51 dismissals.  

Penrith’s Greg Hunt (1,016 runs) was the only 
other batsman to achieve the 1,000-run 
milestone, while Murray Creed (UNSW, 941 
runs), Jon Moss (Syd, 811 & 32 wickets runs), 
Tim Cruickshank (MW, 809 runs), Jerry Cassell 
(Ban, 805 runs), Joshua Lalor (Pen, 59 wickets) 
and Andrew Lindsay (MW, 51 wickets) enjoyed 
successful seasons.  

The competition’s most improved clubs were 
Bankstown (8th to minor premier), Mosman (20th 
to 8th) and Penrith (12th to 6th). In contrast, 
Randwick Petersham (6th to 17th) and Gordon 
(runner-up to 7th) were unable to maintain their 
stronger performances of the previous season.

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POWER EDUCATION TWENTY20 CUP 

Northern District won the inaugural Twenty20 
competition by defeating Sydney in the night 
Final played at the Sydney Cricket Ground on 1 
March 2009.  

The popular Twenty20 format was introduced 
for the first time with all 20 Grade clubs 
competing for the prize of an all-expenses-paid 
tour to India courtesy of competition sponsor, 
Power Education.  

The competition’s format was three preliminary 
rounds played on Sunday 9 November 2009, 
with teams divided into five geographically-
determined pools with matches hosted by 
North Sydney, Hawkesbury, Bankstown, 
Campbelltown-Camden and Sydney University 
clubs.

Only one player managed a century in the 
preliminary rounds.

It set the tone for the Sydney innings. The 
Tigers were able to maintain a run rate of six 
an over but the consistent loss of wickets 
meant that they were unable to get it any 
higher.

For the second consecutive season, and for the 
eighth time overall, the Albert Cup was won by 
Sydney University, from sixth place, by defeating 
Penrith in the Final. 

Sydney University had a hard-fought victory over 
minor premier Sutherland in the qualifying final, 
and then in the Semi-Final, enjoyed an easy 
victory over Manly-Warringah, where openers 
Nick Larkin (162) and Josh Ryan (133) 
combined for a partnership of 292.
